C. V3 - Are you the Coming One or do we look for another?

1. John’s assignment

a) Called to prepare the way never be the way!

2. Assignment adversity

a) We can get discouraged by our current position vs. our desired position
b) Who you are currently vs. who we know we are supposed to be
D. V4-6 - Jesus responds
